Your full-day shared tour of Anakena takes
you by the south coast of the island visiting Vaihu, Aka Hanga,
and the Rano Raraku Volcano where moai were built; see
more than 300 at this site.

Travel to the north
coast to reach Te Pito Kura to see the largest standing moai as
well as the mysterious round stone. Continue to Anakena
Beach with its white sand and palm trees to see Ahu Nau Nau,
the best preserved platform.
