Day 1 	
TORONTO – BOGOTÁ Fly from Toronto to Bogotá. Welcome by local 
representatives and private transfer to your hotel. Best Western Plus

BOGOTÁ Enjoy breakfast at your hotel. This morning, your 
guide will pick you up from your hotel and begin a private tour 
of the historic center of Bogotá. Walk along the streets to spot 
Plaza de Bolivar, National Capitol, Casa de los Comuneros, 
Casa de Nariño and the Santa Clara Church Museum. Continue 
on to visit the Gold Museum showcasing thousands of 
metalwork from various Hispanic cultures. Visit Quinta de 
Bolivar, the colonial house that served as a residence to Simon 
Bolivar after the war of independence. Take a cable car to the 
top of Monserrate for wonderful views of the city. Return to 
your hotel and enjoy the rest of your day at leisure to explore on 
your own.

BOGOTÁ After breakfast, enjoy your day at leisure. We 
recommend an optional popular day trip outside of Bogotá to 
tour of the spectacular Zipaquirá Salt Cathedral, one of the 
most notable achievements of Colombian architecture.
